Arenas

During your stay you will have full access to our 125x150 outdoor arena, 80x130 indoor arena and 50’ round pen, as well as all the toys we have available including barrels, cones, jumps, balls and ground poles. We also have mowed trails around the property that you may use to enjoy a 20-30 minute trail ride before or after your clinic sessions.
Overnight Boarding / Care of your horse

There will be outdoor pens available for $15 per horse per day.  Please come prepared with the necessary bedding, buckets, grain & hay. You will be responsible for feeding your horse; we will do our best to clean stalls and fill water buckets while you participate in the clinic sessions. Please do not leave your horse unattended in the arenas.
Food: 

Bring your own food – you’re welcome to use our grill; or there is one restaurant a ½ mile down the hill, Campo Bar & Grill, another restaurant about a mile away, Pizza Place, and 2 restaurants in town, The Stadium and Diny’s – about 3 miles. Fast food is available in Manchester – about 10 miles away – Hardee’s, Dairy Queen and Burger King.
Saturday Night Cookout: We would like to invite everyone to a bonfire and cookout at our pond on Saturday night, weather permitting. There will be hamburgers, potato salad, baked beans and dessert for $5/person. Please bring a chair and BYOB. 
Horse Requirements:

All horses must have a negative Coggins to leave with us. If you’re coming from out of state please bring a current health certificate
Directions:

From I-20: Take the Delaware exit south into Delhi. Turn right on Franklin Street and go to the stop sign. Turn left. Turn right on D5X (right before the cemetery). Turn left on the 2nd road to your left, 218th Avenue. We’re the second place on the left with the green gate.

From Hwy 38: Go towards Delhi and follow Hwy 38 around the corner past the park. Turn left on Franklin Street and go to the stop sign. Turn left. Turn right on D5X (right before the cemetery). Turn left on the 2nd road to your left, 218th Avenue. We’re the second place on the left with the green gate.

From Hwy 13: Turn east on D42, about a mile or so past Ryan if you’re coming from the south. Turn left on X21 and go to the three way stop. Turn right on D5X. Turn right on 218th Avenue, about 2.5 miles. We’re the second place on the left with the green gate.

Camping at Delhi Equestrian Center

You may camp overnight at our facilities for $5 per day, no electricity, or $10 per day with electricity. Electrical spots are available on a first come, first serve basis. You will hook up to our house or hay barn electrical service. Depending on how many are using electricity, and the size of air conditioners, your air may or may not be usable. Please bring a fan just in case. We have two showers in our home that you are welcome to use – again first come, first serve. Please bring your own towels.
